· Must enroll as a full-time student in a college, university, or an accredited trade school by the Fall of the year the scholarship is awarded. 

· Two letters of recommendation are required - one (1) from the applicant's pastor, YPD Director, or Bible Discovery Superintendent and one (1) from a school official of the applicant's high school.

· The applicant must submit a 200-word essay explaining what it would mean to be the first recipient of the Dynamic Daytona Beach District Lay Book Scholarship. Only electronically submitted essays will be accepted. Please send your essays as a word document without the assistance of AI.
